A list of horses to be used for the draw is enclosed.  Anyone owning/leasing 
a horse will not be included in the draw and will be placed in the order of go 
by the instructors.  Anyone wishing to ride a horse not listed in the draw 
should talk with their instructor.  Instructors have the right to override any 
draw; if they feel it is an inappropriate ride for the student.

Class Specifications 
 

Lead Line Class –  No Cross entry into any other classes. 
Two lead line classes will be offer judging riders balance and position.  
Assistance will be given to each rider by leading the horse. Riders may be 
asked to trot. 

 

Walk – Trot Division  – No Cross entries into other divisions.  
Division will offer two flat classes judging Equitation at W/T, a figure 8 
Class and poles classes to judge jumping form.   

 
Pre – Beginner – No cross entries into other divisions. Riders will have a choice of 
Trotting 

or Cantering the Jumps.  Two divisions trot and Canter will be offered.  
Jumps will be cross rails.  Division will offer two flat classes one judging 
Equitation at W/T and on at W/T/C and two over Fence Classes also 
judging the riders equitation. 

 
Beginner Division  –  No cross entries into other divisions. 

Fences 2’ max.  Riders should canter jumps.  Division will offer two flat 
classes judging Equitation at W/T/C and two over Fence Classes also 
judging the riders equitation. 

 
Adult  Division – Fences to be cantered to the riders ability 

Division will offer two flat classes judging Equitation at W/T/C and two 
over Fence Classes also judging the riders equitation. 

 
Novice Division – Fences 2’3” – 2’6” 

Division will offer two flat classes judging Equitation at W/T/C and two 
over Fence Classes also judging the riders equitation. 

 
Limit Division  –  Fences 2’6” – 2’9” 

Division will offer two flat classes judging Equitation at W/T/C and two 
over Fence Classes also judging the riders equitation. 

 
Jr Equitation Division  –  Fences 3’ – 3’3”
